e Short Memoir - under 1,000 words

e Excerptsfrom novelsthat can stand on their own - under 3,000 words

o Art (illustrations and paintings) or Photography

o Simultaneous and previously published exceptional poems are accepted as long as we know
where poems are being considered or have appeared.

We prefer:
o Work that inspires, excites, feeds the imagination, rich in imagery; work that is memorable.

o Work that is submitted in the body of an email or as a word attachment, but will accept work
through regular mail if the writer does not use a computer.

e When submitting work, please provide a short bio. Listing all your published work is not
required. Previously being published is not arequirement for publication in our Journal. We
love new writers with great potential.

e Send work in simple format, Times New Roman, or Arial, 12 pt font, single spaced.
We do not accept:
e Unsolicited reviews

e Pornographic and blatantly vulgar language
e Clichéd or over-sentimental poems

Responsetimeis:

3 to 6 months depending on time of year work is submitted. All submissions are thoroughly read.
Unpublished work isreturned if Author requests it and SASE is provided with sufficient postage.
